1. INTRODUCTION
The extended abstract should be written in English and have a maximum length of two pages, including all figures, tables, and references. The document must be formatted in 10-point Times New Roman, single-spaced, ensuring clarity and consistency throughout.
It should provide a clear and concise explanation of the following elements:

a. Aim and Scope: Clearly state the purpose of your study and its relevance within the workshop's theme.

b. Materials and Methods: Briefly describe the materials, techniques, or methodologies employed in your research.

c. Results: Summarize the key findings or outcomes of your work, focusing on the most significant aspects.

d. Conclusions: Highlight the main conclusions, emphasizing their importance and potential impact in the field.

A well-structured extended abstract should effectively communicate the essence of your research while maintaining clarity and brevity. Authors must submit their extended abstracts via the UAS submission portal: https://uas2026.crti.dz/registration.php .All submissions will undergo peer review by the UAS Scientific Committee, and accepted abstracts will require registration for presentation in either oral or poster sessions. Only registered and presented papers will be included in the UAS 2026 proceedings.
2. MATERIALS AND METHODS
This section should briefly describe the materials, tools, and methodologies used in your study, while maintaining a concise and focused narrative to fit within the two-page limit. Summarize the experimental setup, simulation tools, software, or datasets employed, and outline the key steps of the procedures followed. Provide essential details necessary to understand the research approach, avoiding lengthy descriptions or excessive technical details. Ensure clarity and brevity to adhere to the extended abstract format.

Authors must focus on the most significant results relevant to the study’s objectives while ensuring that the presentation remains within the two-page limit of the extended abstract.

4. CO NCLUSION
Provide a concise summary of the key insights and outcomes of your study. Emphasize the significance of your findings and their potential contributions to the field. Highlight any limitations of your work and suggest directions for future research, if applicable. Ensure the conclusion aligns with the objectives outlined in the introduction and reflects the main results presented.

References should be listed as cited in the text, using reference numbers in square brackets [#] and presented in the following format:
